Bishop Robert Barron

Begins Thursday, May 9 

 

Beginning Thursday, May 9, St. Maryôs Office of Faith 
Formation will present Bishop Robert Barronôs eight part 
study, The Mystery of God: Who God Is and Why He 
Matters. This study is deigned to refute the attacks on the 
Church by the new atheists, who say that belief in God is 
irrational or even worse, dangerous. Unfortunately, the 
new atheism has attracted millions of young people 
thanks to bestselling books like The God Delusion, and 
God is Not Great. Bishop Barronôs course will assist you 
in developing your own Catholic/Christian response to 
secular philosophy and help you bring people back to 
God.  
 

In his seven presentations, Bishop Barron utilizes the rich 
intellectual traditions of the Catholic Church to teach us 
how to respond to the new atheism. Using the insights of 
St. Augustine, St. Thomas Aquinas and Pope Benedict 
XVI, he uncovers a clear yet sophisticated understanding 
of what we mean by ñGodò and His importance in the 
world today.
